(Of Grief... on Fridays)

1. The Agony in the Garden

Matthew 26:36-39. Then Jesus came with them into a country place
which is called Gethsemani, and he said to his disciples: Sit you here,
till I go yonder and pray. And taking with him Peter and the two sons
of Zebedee, he began to grow sorrowful and to be sad. Then he saith
to them: My soul is sorrowful even unto death: stay you here, and
watch with me. And going a little further, he fell upon his face, pray-
ing, and saying: My Father, if it be possible, let this chalice pass from
me. Nevertheless not as 1 will, but as thou wilt.

2. The Scourging at the Pillar

Mark 15:15. And so Pilate being willing to satisfy the people, released
to them Barabbas, and delivered up Jesus, when he had scourged him,
to be crucified.

3. The Crowning with Thorns

Matthew 27:27-29. Then the soldiers of the governor taking Jesus into
the hall, gathered together unto him the whole band; and stripping
him, they put a scarlet cloak about him. And platting a crown of
thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand. And
bowing the knee before him, they mocked him, saying: Hail, king of
the Jews.

4. The Carrying of the Cross

Mark 15:21-22. And they forced one Simon a Cyrenian who passed
by, coming out of the country, the father of Alexander and of Rufus, to
take up his cross. And they bring him into the place called Golgotha,
which being interpreted is, the place of Calvary.

5. The Crucifixion of Our Lord

Luke 23:33-46. And when they were come to the place which is called
Calvary, they crucified him there; and the robbers, one on the right
hand, and the other on the left. And Jesus said: Father, forgive them,
for they know not what they do... And it was almost the sixth hour;
and there was darkness over all the earth until the ninth hour. And the
sun was darkened, and the veil of the temple was rent in the midst.
And Jesus crying with a loud voice, said: Father, into thy hands I
commend my spirit. And saying this, he gave up the ghost.

4. The Entombing of the Body of Christ

Luke 23:50-53. And behold there was a man named Joseph, who was
a counsellor, a good and a just man, (The same had not consented to
their counsel and doings;) of Arimathea, a city of Judea; who also
himself looked for the kingdom of God. This man went to Pilate, and
begged the body of Jesus. And taking him down, he wrapped him in
fine linen, and laid him in a sepulchre that was hewed in stone, where-
in never yet any man had been laid.

5. The Vigil in Fear of the Lord

Matthew 27:62-65. And the next day, which followed the day of prep-
aration, the chief priests and the Pharisees came together to Pilate,
saying: Sir, we have remembered, that that seducer said, while he was
vet alive: After three days I will rise again. Command therefore the
sepulchre to be guarded until the third day: lest perhaps his disciples
come and steal him away, and say to the people: He is risen from the
dead; and the last error shall be worse than the first. Pilate saith to
them: You have a guard, go, guard it as you know.

THE MERCIFUL MYSTERIES
(Of Charity... on Mondays)

1. The Blessing of Life in Heaven and Earth

Genesis 1:1-5. In the beginning God created heaven and earth. And the
earth was void and empty, and darkness was upon the face of the
deep; and the spirit of God moved over the waters. And God said: Be
light made. And light was made. And God saw the light that it was
good; and he divided the light from the darkness. And he called the
light Day, and the darkness Night, and there was evening and morning
one day.

2. The Promise to Abraham and His Seed Forever
Genesis 22:17-18. I will bless thee, and I will multiply thy seed as the
stars of heaven, and as the sand that is by the sea shore: thy seed shall
possess the gates of their enemies. And in thy seed shall all the nations
of the earth be blessed, because thou hast obeyed my voice.

3. The Passover of the Lord of Israel

Exodus 12:14. And this day shall be for a memorial to you, and you
shall keep it a feast to the Lord in your generations, with an everlast-
ing observance.

4. The Law and Testament of Moses

Deuteronomy 5:1-3. And Moses called all Israel, and said to them:
Hear, O Israel, the ceremonies and judgments, which I speak in your
ears this day: learn them, and fulfill them in work.
